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STO DRAINS

I

ou have probably seen the

metal grates often at street

corners and on the sides of

curbs and gutters. These are

storm drains meant to help

prevent flooding by diverting
rainwater off paved roads and other
surfaces. Coronado’s 8 miles of storm
drains ultimately flow into the bay and
ocean.

Unlike the sewage system, rainwater is
not treated. This is why it is so import-
ant to be cognizant of what is in our
gutters and storm drains. We do not
want lawn chemicals, pet waste, paint,
or soaps used for washing cars to flow
into our gutters.

Overzealous watering of lawns can
result in water collecting in the gutters
causing contaminants to flow into the
storm drains and into our surrounding
waters. It is important to keep leaves
and debris swept and picked up reg-
ularly. This and proper maintenance
of your neighborhood storm drains
protects both our bay and ocean and
prevents costly, damaging flooding
from occurring when it rains.

HOW YOU CAN HELP

« Remember: Only rainin ¢ Pick up pet waste as
the storm drain! soon as possible as bac-
teria in pet waste is highly
toxic to local wildlife.

* Rake dead leaves away
from storm drains so they
do not clog drains. * Fertilizers,

* Do not sweep or blow
lawn trimmings into the
