DECORATIONS

e Decorate with LED lights to save money and
energy.

e Use fresh greens and reusable ribbons.

¢ Recycle your live tree of any size at the City
drop-off sites at Glorietta Bay Boat Launch
parking lot and the Cays Park parking lot. The
drop-off program is available from December
26 to January 15. Four-foot sections of your
tree may also be placed in your green bin to be
recycled.
