Campaign yard signs and their 
metal stakes are ineligible for our 
local curbside recycling. The metal 
stakes cause problems when placed 
in recycling bins as they can jam the 
recycling machinery.

Residents are encouraged to reuse 

or repurpose the signs to keep 
them out of the landfill. Or, return 
the yard signs to the candidate. 

Emerald Keepers is collaborating 
with all the candidates to ensure the 
plastic signs are disposed of proper-
ly and the metal stakes are taken to 

a scrap-metal facility for recycling.
